• Find a pathway to living wage employment, asset building and other means of 
creating financial stability, thus helping their children break the inter-generational 
poverty cycle. 

• Become equipped with the basic logistical support and services they need to find and 
maintain employment. 

Innovative Housing Solutions: 
Parents and families have access to the necessary information, resources and support to help 
them:  

• Live in safe, nurturing and stable residential environments.  
• To become strong advocates for their children and have increased knowledge of and 

skills for early brain and other positive child development. 
• Become well-connected to community resources and support. 
• Succeed through peer support. 
• Address their own and their mental/behavioral health issues to more effectively 

support their children’s social/emotional needs and educational outcomes. 
• Lessen the impact of a family’s involvement with the criminal justice system. 
• Especially fathers, to be positively engaged in the lives and futures of their children.
